The Chief Guest Dr. K. Natarajan,
Emeritus Professor, Department of Chemistry,
Bharathiyar University, Coimbatore. He said that
organisms came on earth only 900 million years ago.
Dr. K. Natarajan gave a few useful messages to the students.
He advised the students to choose an area which is
interesting to them and try to reach the top. He also advised
the students to take their career very seriously. “If the
students follow his advice, Indian will definitely produce a lot
of bright, useful and productive youngsters”, he said.

Dr. Natarajan gave an interesting talk on the topic
THE LINK BETWEEN INORGANIC AND ORGANIC
CHEMISTRY. He explained the remarkable feature of
transition metal fragments. Three iron tricarbonyl

complexes of organic moieties cyclobutadiene,

Trimethylenemethane, an enol, hydroxybutadiene on
their own would have little kinetic or thermodynamic
stability. Yet complexed to Fe(CO), these molecules are
relatively stable, they exist in a bystander. It transforms
essentially and strongly the bonding relationships in the
molecule. For the simple qualitative picture of the bonding
in these molecules that we seek, we do not need to know
every last detail of the electronic structure of each
molecule. It will suffice that we know the frontier orbitals of
the fragments the higher occupied and the lower
unoccupied levels in other words, the valence active
orbitals of each fragment. The reason for building up the
frontier orbitals of inorganic fragments is that we wish to
use these orbitals in the construction of organometallic
and inorganic complexes. The moment we gain knowledge
of the orbitals of the fragments we can find a bridge
between organic and inorganic chemistry. Mr. R. Baskaran,

Chemistry Association meeting was held on
04-10-2012. The Head of the department,

Mr. K. Lakshmanan, welcomed the gathering.

In his presidential address, the Principal-in-charge,

Prof. S. X. Prabhu talked about the importance of magnetic
resonance imaging which is an important application of
nuclear magnetic resonance spectroscopy. He commended
the efforts taken by the faculty members of the Chemistry
department in arranging the meeting.
Dr. S. Muthusubramanian, Professor, School of Chemistry,
Madurai Kamaraj University, Madurai, delivered a talk on
the topic APPLICATIONS OF NUCLEAR MAGNETIC
RESONANCE SPECTROSOCPY (NMR). He started with the
history of nuclear magnetic spectroscopy and the Nobel
Prize winners. He talked about the fundamental aspects of
NMR and explained why ethyl acohol exhibited three
different signals in its proton magnetic resonance
spectrum. He described how nuclei act as magnets and how
they interact in the presence of an applied magnetic field.
He interpreted in detail the 1D and 2D NMR and C-13
spectra of ethylbenzene and also explained about DEPT
(Distortionless Enhancement by Polarisation Transfer.),
COSY spectrum and HMBC spectra.
